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START OF YEAR ARRANGEMENTS:

A reminder that parents are encouraged to visit school from now to settle
important Start of Year arrangements, including the collection of new School
Resource Packs, Fee payment, Transportation and Student ID Cards (which
students must wear on the first day of school).
